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Phil’s Thoughts 

If truth be known, I’m tired of 

asking for money. Fundraising 

has never been my passion or 

gift, but I engage it in when I 

believe in the cause, and be-

cause I know that the old ad-

age is correct: There are ex-

ceptions, but most of the time 

you don’t get it if you don’t 

ask. All year, we have been 

asking for money to fund the 

church roof which became a 

much larger project than an-

ticipated, and I am grateful for 

the outpouring of support. 

November brings yet another 

giving request as we engage in 

our annual stewardship drive 

to underwrite the core budget 

of our church. This funds all 

the program, mission, ministry 

and service that we provide 

throughout the year. 

 

I am tired of asking for mon-

ey, not just because I am not 

enamored with fundraising. I 

am wearied by it because I 

fear that it might appear that 

“the only thing the church 

does is ask for money.” I wor-

ry further that some might 

feel like we are trying to “guilt 

them” into giving more.  In 

the midst of my anxiety about 

this, however, I received a 

note from a stranger that ac-

companied a generous gift for 

the church roof. It said simp-

ly, “thank you for the oppor-

tunity to give.”  These words 

jolted me from my apprehen-

sion and reminded me what 

stewardship is primarily about. 

It is true that the church 

needs our money if we are to 

engage in the variety of work 

and service that we, together, 

do. But even more so, stew-

ardship is testimony to our 

spiritual need to give. Giving 

is one way we declare our 

faith and proclaim what we 

value. As participants in the 

body of Christ, we give not 

only to support a good cause 

or to help the church out. We 

give as a sign of thanksgiving 

for all God has given us. We 

give as an expression of our 

commitment to live those cre-

ated in the image of our living, 

giving God. Stewardship pro-

vides the opportunity to give 

that we all need. It is an invita-

tion, not an exercise in guilt 

inducement. 

 

This year as we celebrate 40 
years as a united church, we 
have much to be thankful for. 
Our stewardship committee 
has chosen the theme, 

“CELEBRATE (Past, Present, 
Future)!” for this year’s cam-
paign. Building on the solid 
foundation of our elders, we are 
equipped to move into God’s 
future, increasing the love of 
God and neighbor, joining with 
others of good will to care for 
each other and all people, and 
enlarging the store of gospel val-
ues of peace, compassion, and 
joy.  

 

Fundraising will likely never be 

my favorite thing, but steward-

ship is a life posture I never tire 

of and that I wholeheartedly em-

brace. I am grateful that it pro-

vides us the opportunity to give.

It is time once again to 
jump into the fun of pre-
paring boxes for Opera-
tion Christmas Child. 
OCC is one of several 
programs sponsored by 
Samaritan’s Purse, a 
Christian relief and evan-
gelism organization led by 
Franklin Graham.

In 1974 Northern Light Presbyterian Church and Juneau United Methodist Church 

merged to form Northern Light United Church.  Northern Light Presbyterian had 

moved to our current location in 1962, and Juneau Methodist joined with Northern 

Light after its building was torn down to make way for the Dimond Court House 

building across from the State Capitol.  As we remember our history as a united 

church, the anniversary is also an opportunity to recall that when Memorial Presby-

terian Church was closed by the Presbyterian Mission board in 1962, many Memori-

al participants came to Northern Light.  Their number included Dr. Walter Soboleff 

who served Memorial from 1940 to its closing, and was subsequently named Pastor 

Emeritus of Northern Light.  The 40th anniversary celebration of Northern Light 

United Church providentially coincides with the first year that Dr. Soboleff’s birth-

day, November 14, has been declared by the State to be a “Designated Day of Hon-

or” in Alaska!

GIFT IDEAS 

 TOYS - small cars, balls, dolls, stuffed animals, kazoos, harmonicas, yo-yos, jump 
ropes, small Etch A Sketch®, toys that light up or make noise (with extra batteries), 
Slinky®, etc. DO NOT include used toys, playing cards or war related toys (toy soldiers, 
GI Joes, toy weapons…). 

SCHOOL SUPPLIES - pens, pencils and sharpener, crayons or markers, stamps and 
ink pad sets, writing pads or paper, solar calculators, coloring and picture books, etc. 

HYGIENE ITEMS - toothbrush, toothpaste, mild bar soap (in a plastic bag), comb, 
washcloth, hair clips, brush, etc. DO NOT include any liquids (eg shampoo, hand lotion) 
medications or vitamins.  

OTHER - Hard candy and lollipops (please double bag all candy), mints, gum, T-
shirts, socks, ball caps, sunglasses, hair clips, toy jewelry, watches, flashlights (with extra 
batteries) etc.  

A PERSONAL NOTE - You are encouraged to enclose a note to the child and a 
photo of yourself or your family. If you include your name and address, the child may 
write back. These notes help the child know that someone they don’t even knows, cares 
about them. That is a strong message to receive.  

DO NOT INCLUDE - Used or damaged items; war-related items such as toy guns, 
knives or military figures; chocolate or food; out-of-date candy; liquids or lotions; medi-
cations or vitamins; breakable items such as snow globes or glass containers; aerosol 
cans; playing cards. 

Pray for those receiving and delivering the shoe boxes. 

Since the beginning of the 

matching challenge, 

$24,871.15 has been re-

ceived.  When $129 more 

is contributed to the roof 

campaign, the “match” 

goal will be reached.  

Thereafter Northern 

Light will receive another 

$25,000 from the families 

issuing the challenge. 

Two months ago two 
Northern Light families 
pledged to match, dollar-
for-dollar, up to a total of

So Close 
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October’s Giving “On Budget” 

Congregational giving during October was, virtually, exactly “on-budget”.  The 

monthly total was $27 under what it was budgeted to be for the month. 

 

Consequently the total received during 2014 for day-to day operations (does not 

include money received for the roof), as of the end of October, continued to be sig-

nificantly above-budget.  From January through September, operational giving aver-

aged, on a monthly basis, about 13% above budget.

One of the projects our Native Ministries Committee has funded this year is Tlingit 

Language Immersion Events for families. These gatherings are being developed by 

the Tlingit Haida Central Council as a community-based language learning project that 

will focus on improving language transmission between generations and within fami-

lies. As part of the project, the Language program will host a series of family evening 

activities that will bring fluent speaking elders and families together for collaboration 

on the development of educational materials that will promote home-based language 

learning. Today there exists only approximately 160 fluent Tlingit speakers and 12 Hai-

da speakers. This reality prompted the Central Council of Tlingit and Haida Tribe’s del-

egates to adopt a resolution at Tribal Assembly in April 2014 that gives charge to Cen-

tral Council to develop a Language department that promotes language revitalization 

through cooperation with existing programs and identifies regional language projects 

like language nests and immersion schools. 

They will be held at and co-sponsored by our church. The events are scheduled for 

6pm-7pm every other Saturday.  In November they will be held on the 1st, 15th, 

and 29th.  All families are invited to participate, and observers are welcome.
